Directions from central park in Boquete to trail head:   
Drive out of town toward Los Naranjos.  After Los Naranjos Gimnasio and soccer field, take a right 
toward Bajo Mono.  When you come to a t-intersection, take a right.  The trailhead is the first dirt 
road that you see on your immediate left.  Initially the trail is a road but narrows to single track after 
about an hour of walking.
